To meet the different national regulations, the application is –whenever an additional national part is required- divided into two parts:

(A)
Common Application Form
(B)
National Application Documents (as specified in the national regulations of the respective funding organization).
Both parts have to be combined and sent to the coordinator of the respective consortium. The coordinator will collect the applications of all partners and subsequently send the joint proposal to the Call Secretariat:

1. electronically to iwrm-net@ptka.fzk.de to arrive 15 October 2009 and 

2. one signed paper hard copy to the PTKA-Call Secretariat to be posted by 15 October 2009 and arrive no later than 19 October 2009.

Scientific aspects

The proposals will be evaluated according to the following criteria.
1. Added value for the WFD implementation / IWRM policy and potential for solving 
problems / involvement of relevant practioners/ implementers 15 CP
2. Relevance / extent to which the proposed project addresses the objectives of the Call; 10 CP
3. Scientific quality of the project approach and innovation (clear progress beyond the current state-of-the-art); 15 CP (minimum threshold 10 CP)
4. Inter- and transdisciplinarity (diversity of scientific disciplines, complementarity between participants); 4 CP
5. Demonstration / case studies, are there good practical demonstration examples (case studies) provided; 5 CP
6. Dissemination / expected exploitability of results; 15 CP
7. Trans-national linkage and benefit of cooperation (clear added value); 8 CP
8. Quality of consortium management and expertise of the coordinator and the Project Partners; 10 CP
9. Prospects for success with regard to the work and financial plan including time schedule; 10 CP
Applicants submitting proposals to this Call are expected to make themselves familiar with the contents of the EU FP7 projects and previous framework programmes, projects and also the work undertaken by national programmes in this field – (see IWRM website www.iwrm-net.eu) and other relevant work.

Financial aspects

Funding is granted according to countries, i.e. each European funding organisation involved will support its own national research institutions or companies collaborating in the joint research projects according to national funding rules. Where applicable, these rules will be described in the national annex to the call package (Part B), which is under the responsibility of the national partners.
Applicants are encouraged to bring in third party funding, but this will not preclude the funding of highly ranked proposals which lack such contributions. 

Subcontracting will be permitted. Applicants from other countries can be supported by one of the partners via subcontracting (dependent on national rules), to enable and fulfil essential contributions to the overall project.
All funding bodies for a project are able to retain the final payment (amount based on national funding rules) until complete and accepted accounts as well as final transnational reports and deliverables have been submitted to, and accepted by the Core Group and the national funding bodies.

In order to ensure that all project proposals will meet the interest and needs of their respective national funding organization, it will be mandatory for applicants to contact their national help desk in advance of official application. Only if the national help desks approve on the topic and budget requested, the consortium may submit the joint proposal to the PTKA-Call Secretariat.
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
